MAYHA Annual Meeting

September 29, 2011
The annual meeting of the Missoula Area Youth Hockey Association was held at Big Sky Brewery, Missoula MT at 6:30 p.m.

Executive Director Report: Eric thanked Big Sky Brewing for allowing us to sell beer at their concert series.  The rink should net approx. $34,000 from that fundraiser.  Eric thanked the rink staff for a great year.  They are currently darkening the building for a Maulers light show.  We have a new rink management software.  Eric is moving Fire and Ice to December and will have an event away from the rink.  The rink has integrated the business manager with the youth hockey committee.  
Financial Report: Robb presented the financial report for the rink.  We have been able to keep the fees the same for the past three years in an effort to make ice sports affordable.  Total income for the rink last year was $1,376,166.  Net income was $126,401.  Sales commissions and rent to the county totaled $146,515.
Budget for this FY is $1,462,370 in income, $1,210,643 of expenses for a net ordinary income of $251,726.
President: Sean thanked the outgoing board members for their service.  He also gave an update of the current lease situation and our situation with the county pertaining to our lease.

Committee Reports: 
Youth Hockey:  Our program is the strongest YH program in the state by far both on the ice and off.  Biggest highlight last year was the squirt team winning the state championship.  The girls U19 and the Peewee team finished second in the state.  The high school team was ranked #1 all year but had one bad game in the finals and finished 3rd.  The learn to play hockey program ran 150 kids through it last year in 4 separate sessions.  The registration for this fall will have one travel team at each level and two high school teams.  Fall high school league is going where teams play for their schools.  Missoula has become a tournament mecca for the Pacific Northwest.  We have also been awarded two state tournaments this coming year.  There will be a general youth hockey meeting next Wed.  Gary will send out a notice when they nail down the location.
Jake spoke about the new development program.  We will add non-parent elite coaches to the house program this year at all levels.  Jake spoke about the new rules for contact.
GHL:  Fall league is up and running.  Running a 4 team upper league and 12 team lower league.  Registration is going strong for winter league.  Planning on a 60 team league.  Jake is the new assistant for GHL.  Spring league grew last year with 16 lower teams in the league.
There is a new fund for rink improvements from MAHA.  Montana has 2200 adult players with Missoula having 800 of those players.  It makes us very strong in the MAHA district.

Election of Board Members:  The nominees were given the opportunity to give a short presentation.  Laura Henning, Marcia Holland, Doug Jackson and Shane McCann ran for the Board.   Election followed with counting of votes from the annual meeting as well as emailed and mailed votes.  Laura Henning and Marcia Holland were elected.  There was a tie between Doug Jackson and Shane McCann.  The Board voted on breaking the tie.  Marcia motioned that Doug be placed in the 3 year position, Shane be placed in an appointed position and the other appointed position go to the past President Sean. Tim seconded.  All in favor.
