YOUTH HOCKEY COMMITTEE

January 25, 2011 MINUTES

Executive Director  Report:

Eric gave a report of the recent injury event at a middle school house-league game. Old insurance forms were used and are okayed by current insurer. The committee discussed the Youth Hockey Committee’s role in developing an Incident/Accident Policy, and it was determined that we will follow the lead of the MAYHA board. Beth Woody will obtain a copy of the YMCA Incident/Accident Policy and deliver to Eric.

Heather Harp reported on the events of the recent injury and the response from the coaches and officials. She discussed the need for concussion-response training, or possibly First Aide training for coaches. It was confirmed that all USAH Youth Hockey players above the Squirt level are required to wear mouthguards.

Eric updated the board on the status of lease negotiations with the Fairgrounds.

Liquid Planet has agreed to sell a coffee out of the Good Food Store as a Youth Hockey Fundraising Option.

Youth Hockey Business:

Jake Housman reported that a UofM business major (Sonia Streider) is interested in helping with a Youth Hockey community outreach program. The committee offered the following suggestions:

· Creation of a tournament handbook.

· Help with the Bantam Tournament.

· Creating a program for Hockey Weekend Across America.

· Help with the Montgomery Memorial Tournament.

Gary Jahrig reports that the previous IP program included over 50 kids, including an increase in girl participation. A total of 123 enrolled in IP so far this season. The  upcoming Squirt/PW tournament will have enough PWs, maybe not enough Squirts. The high school tournament in March has 6 A teams and 4 B teams, will need additional volunteers.

The committee discussed the fight at the Bantam tournament. There was no response from MAHA about the incident. Marcia sent an email to the Bantam Coordinator regarding the incident.

Old Business:

Eric and Colleen will conduct a review of the current registration/evaluation process.

Team Manager Meeting: currently can’t implement the debit card use proposal. Marcia will attempt to summarize the payment totals for each team. It was suggested a team pick an amount in the pre-season and put it in a team spending account (to prevent team managers from having to put up personal funds for team costs).

Treasurers Report:

Still collecting approximately $15,000 in outstanding fees. The cutoff is 2/15.

Fundraising:

Angie updated the committee on the City Brew coffee fundraiser. The coffee is purchased up front, but we have one month to pay, giving time to complete the sails and collect the funds.

Tournament Report:

Marcia has taken over as director of the state Bantam tournament in Missoula. Tim Hebert is the schedules and 7 teams will be entered with pre-tournament play-off between the 7 and 6 seeds to see who stays.

League Service:

Carrie reports no issues, volunteers available for all requests.

Equipment Report:

Dave reports that an additional 40 sets were rented, giving a total of  ~125 sets. $2,000 was spent on new equipment, with MAHA paying half, so keeping the total within the $1000 budget. Dave would ideally like to reimburse the rink for the use of rental skates for the Youth Hockey program.

It was reported the a Youth Hockey player (Cooper Blunt) was drawing a tutorial on how to use/don hockey equipment, and it will be made available to new youth hockey parents.

New Business:

Linette Robinson suggests offering a discount on pre-season apparel purchases, where a portion of the cost can be applied to a family’s fundraising requirement. An apparel sales committee was developed: Beth Woody, Eric, Linette, Heather Harpe.

It was suggested that warm-up costs be made part of team fees.

Sandy Trenkle was nominated to be 2011/2012 Youth Hockey Committee Registrar. It was moved, seconded and passed.

Colleen Leadbetter was nominated to be 2011/2012 Youth Hockey Committee Treasurer. It was moved, seconded and passed.
