Committee Chair Report and New Business (Marcia Holland):

Minutes from August and July were approved with two corrections.

Will organize a Youth Hockey parent meeting before tryouts. 

Reviewing requirements for Team Manager training; suggestion made that team managers can earn league service credit only if they attend a training session.

Youth Hockey Report (Gary Jahrig): 

Registration: Three onsite registration events conducted successfully. Teams all have decent numbers. Girls 14s and 19s were combined. High school will have a JV team – none will be cut. All are ‘A’ teams.

A “try-out” will be conducted to determine if all kids are at the correct level.

House leagues not yet completed (10/1) is the late registration date. IP program very well attended (with Maulers helping to coach).
Tom Gallagher (photographer) is donating $300-400 to the rink.

Jacob reports MCPS has approved flyers advertising youth hockey programs at GIR. He will be attending open houses at area elementary schools. He’s attempting to attend PE classes at local middle schools.
Jacob is in the process of procuring First Aid kits for all teams and the rink. Matt suggests asking local medical to donate kits (as is done in Billings)/

Executive Director Report: 

Eric updated the committee with the parking lot changes. New entrances, new lighting. Signage is on its way and lines will be painted. Plowing may be an issue.

The concession stand will be open 2-9 or 2-10 daily, to be staffed by rink personnel. YHC will not lose fundraising/volunteer hours with the new schedule, and will be staffed by YH volunteers at approximately the same times.

Gear may now be stored in a Fairground building (negotiated in exchange for signage).

League service hours will be offered for equipment moving and passing out rental gear.

Matt Cavanaugh will be donating the Reebok dryland training equipment to YH – he needs a locked location for it.
