FUNDRAISING: PROCEDURES AND POLICIES

1.  Every player/family will be responsible for meeting the set requirement for fundraising each season.  The intent of this fundraising obligation is to continue to keep registration fees lower. There is no family discount given for fundraising.

2.  Each family will have the opportunity to choose from the fundraising options listed below. A player’s predated fundraising check will be destroyed once fundraising has been met. If an outstanding fundraising balance is owed, then the Treasurer must receive it NO LATER than April 15. If fundraising has not been met, and no balance check is received, the postdated fundraising check will be cashed after April 15. 

3.  Families have several options available to them for meeting fundraising obligations.  These options include (1) paying the fundraising obligation up front at registration, (2) securing a sponsor for your player who writes a check to MAYHA to cover the fundraising obligation, (3) participating in one of the following activities to “work off” the fundraising obligation:  

a)
Selling cookie dough. The fundraising amount credited to the family is the sales price of the cookie dough less its cost to the association. For example, if a cookie dough tub sells for $14, but costs MAYHA $5.75 to purchase from the vendor, then the family is credited with $6.75 per tub sold. Association cost for cookie dough will be listed on the cookie dough order form.

b)
Purchasing scrip for local vendors. Scrip can be paid for using cash or checks; if a credit card is used, up to 5% surcharge will be assessed prior to earning credit.

c)
Participating in parking lot supervision at Grizzly Football games. Amount to be credited per hour is assessed yearly by the University of Montana. 

d)
If available, participating in dog show. Amount to be credited per day volunteered is assessed yearly by the Dog Show Club. 

e)
Concession stand sales for Maulers games (4 hours), normally scheduled league games (2 hours) and public skate (2 hours). $6 per hour volunteered will be credited to a family. Public skate and league games require a total of 2 people; and Maulers games require 5 – 6 people. All concession signups for Maulers and public skate games MUST be done through the League Service Coordinator, and a choice must be made if the concession work will count toward league service or fundraising at the time of signup.  

f)
Donating raffle basket items or silent auction items at tournaments; actual proceeds generated will be distributed evenly among each participating team families who donate to the raffle basket/silent auction; any team family can choose not to donate to the raffle basket/silent auction; tournament director will track those participating and the income generated and report the amount to be credited to each family.

g)
Other activities must be approved in advance jointly by the Fundraising Coordinator and Youth Hockey Treasurer ONLY. The Executive Director of GIR, GIR rink staff, Youth Hockey Director, MRA officials, and/or MAYHA Board Members do not have the authority to approve what constitutes fundraising activities.
4.  If a family meets their fundraising obligation for the season, then 50% of all additional proceeds from fundraising will be credited toward EITHER toward the current year’s unpaid registration fees or their next year’s registration costs. A family may instead choose to donate (‘gift’) excess fundraising monies to another family. Please notify the Fundraising Coordinator and Treasurer if this option is chosen. 

5.  The following activities WILL NOT count toward fundraising obligation:

1)
The donation of in-kind services of any kind.

2)
Donation of gift certificates to members of one’s team.

3)
Glacier Ice Rink fundraising options. This includes (but is not limited to) Fire and Ice donations, Buy-a-Block, and other raffle sales. 

4)
Purchase price of raffle baskets or donated items.

Any donations made from the above categories are considered tax-deductible, and the donor will receive a tax letter for those purposes upon request.
