Committee Chair Report and New Business (Brad Bowman):

December 2009 Minutes moved, seconded to approve – approved

UM Parking lot coordinator – position has been advertised; several individuals interested; Marjie will head up the screening/selection process

Youth Hockey Report (Gary Jahrig): 

Player eligibility re: playing up:   question was presented to committee as to the YHC policy concerning players playing up in an older age bracket; discussion concerning the background of the question, what the current policy states, what has been believed by some coaches to be the informal practice of allowing younger skaters to practice and play with players on an older age bracket team explained by Forest Dean.   Discussion as to possible legal and insurance ramifications of the practice.   Discussion as to what it meant to be “cross-rostered” versus petitioning to be added to a roster for an older age group and who makes the determination as to what players’ names appear on a roster submitted to the MAYHA registrar.   Recommendation is to have a subcommittee meet and review the issue and current policies and report back to the YHC at the next YHC meeting.  Subcommittee includes Beth Woody, Forest Dean, Marjie Heyman, Jan Madison and Marcia Holland.

Senior Recognition Day:  report that the league will recognize those seniors who are on the high school teams at upcoming home game; question was presented as to whether players who are not currently in the program, but who have played in prior years should also be recognized at event.  Committee determines that such players should not be recognized.

U16 and U19 Tournaments:  Inquiry made byYHC  tournament coordinator Stacy Wilkie via Marcia Holland as to the status of these tournaments.  Gary reported that the tournament director for the U19 tournament (Rossbach) will be contacted to find out status as the tournament is scheduled for 2/12-13 and no monies have been paid by any teams.   A tournament director is needed for the U16 girls tournament; discussion that MAHA (state organization) has state tournament handouts that explain tournament director duties

Hockey Weekend Across America: Exact date uncertain (end of January?). Discussion of ways to bring awareness to youth hockey in Missoula: kids wear jerseys to school, post notice on GIR website, bring youth hockey players on the ice during a Maulers game. Discussion whether the benefits would outweigh the costs of advertising the event.

Executive Director Report (Bill Mathews):

Nonpayment of fees:   Bill will be making calls to those families who have not made any arrangements to pay this season’s fees.   Discussion re: the difficulty created by having a March 1st due date.   Jan Madison reported that approximately $12,000 of unpaid fees are outstanding involving approximately 40 players.   Discussion concerning the enforcement of the nonpayment rule of “no pay, no play.”   Bill will work with Jan to contact all players who have not arranged payment or a payment plan and to advise parents that players will not be allowed on the ice until Jan is contacted re: a payment plan or payment.   Coaches and team managers will be notified if a player will not be allowed on the ice.

New fundraising event:  Raffle for Harley Davidson motorcycle:  raffle sales close April 3rd, tickets are $10 (vs $20 for last year’s raffle). Bill hopes to get all GIR “user groups” involved in sales and purchase. Tickets can be sold for fundraising and volunteer hours by MAYHA families. Discussion as to whether kids under 15 can sell tickets – Bill will check. Discussion of individual and team awards for ticket sales (XBOX, Carmike movie passes, pizza party). Awards to be presented at April banquet. Sandy will coordinate ticket sales by email.

New ATM: The current ATM is being rented, and GIR is investigation purchase of its own machine in the future. GIR gets 30% of every transaction fee ($2.85).

Fundraising (Sandy Trenkle):

Raffle tickets sales will be conducted during public skate times and other high-usage periods at the rink. Sale of tickets will count towards league service OR fundraising ($5 per ticket sold up to the amount of fundraising obligation, then $2.50 applied for future MAYHA fees).
