Committee Chair Report (Brad Bowman):

September 2009 Minutes moved, seconded to approve – approved

Misc:  Registration – would like one more registration day – not enough skaters to schedule in-house (particularly younger skaters) – a week from Wednesday (10/28)  from 5-8 at the rink (concession stand); agreed to hold one additional registration

Passports:   Clarificiation – players 16+ = need a passport, players under 16 don’t need a passport (need birth certificate or copy of birth certificate sufficient, must be get new passport at 16 if get one under 16); parents will need passport if traveling with player

Youth Hockey Report (Gary Jahrig):

Conditioning camp – 66 kids – bigger than last year

Travel team tryouts ongoing this week – have coaches for every team

Tournaments are filling up (Blast-Off – PeeWee first)

Plenty of house league coaches

Bantam:  coach request re: cutting players (17 now signed up) – committee consensus to not cut any players

Executive Director Report (Bill Mathews):

Conditioning camp – did not order jerseys this year; saved significant money (spent some add’l money on coaches, but still came out ahead on camp)

Fundraising:  Fire and Ice – $11,000 netted; Sean Kelly’s – $2030 gross/netted $1860 for night – have Red’s and Press Box also interested

Rink:  rubber floors coming; outdoor ice going in this week – hope to open by Saturday; skate sharpening not available until ice in – next couple of weeks; new signs up for skate shop; staff being trained on skate sharpening; 

Southgate Mall – Zamboni ride sponsor – money will go to scholarships

Mavericks (youth sports scholarships) – hoping to get at least $1500 to go to scholarship fund

Greg Lunden (Valvoline) – interested in doing a  30-day period where oil changes will contribute $3 to the rink (also hockey discount)

Encourage contacts with small business owners to offer similar situations

Team sponsors needed for all teams – all contacts encouraged (give contact info to Bill) 

Encourage purchase of hockey license plates

Buy-a-Block still going on

League Service Coordinator Report (Sandy Trenkle):

Working well – nothing of note to report

Treasurer’s Report (Jan Madison):

Registration down, but won’t have final numbers until after the upcoming added registration; fall programs successful; generally ahead of budget now

Gift Baskets:   question as to whether the policy can be changed to revert back to allowing proceeds from gift baskets raffled during tournaments to be split among parents who donate gift baskets – discussion as to why the police was changed to disallow it and as to why it would be beneficial to change the policy back to allow the activity to be included under fundraising.

A motion to  allow a proposed change to by-laws as follows was made and seconded:

f)  Donating raffle basket items or silent auction items at tournaments; actual proceeds generated will be distributed evenly among each participating team families who donate to the raffle basket/silent auction; any team family can choose not to donate to the raffle basket/silent auction; tournament director will track those participating and the income generated and report the amount to be credited to each family.

Motion was approved – information concerning the change in the policy is to be distributed to all families

A motion was made, seconded and approved to change selling raffle tickets for zam rides from fundraising to league service   (those already signed up as fundraising will be grandfathered in, but no new fundraising credit – will be league service)
