 Meeting Minutes

Committee Chair Report and New Business (Brad Bowman):

October 2009 Minutes moved, seconded to approve – approved

Request to have Sean Morris come to December meeting; he has agreed; Marcia will follow up on reminding Sean re: meeting

Request to make sure that all parents understand they can attend YHC meetings and can receive league service credit for doing so – Sandy will send out email

All team manager meeting to be set up (both travel and house); Colleen and Dave M. will submit list of duties for travel team to Sandy; Dec. 2nd meeting at 6:00

Fundraising (Sandy Trenkle):

Cookie Dough:   Angie sent out notice re: no add-ons or late orders; great volunteer coordinating cookie dough effort (info on website for her contact)

Discussion re: second run of cookie dough – group decides not to do so and to have a  consistent sales policy of a single cookie dough run

Scrip seems to be going well – no complaints

Good feedback that concessions can be used toward fundraising

Treasurer’s Report (Jan Madison):

House/Travel team fees:

There may be one player who signed up for house who is also practicing with travel (who is a goalie) – question: should such a player be playing on the travel team (he was not rostered); recommendation – talk to the team coach and explain that a player has to be rostered and pay travel fees in order to spend time on the ice; Jan and Bill will follow up on.

Players at lower level at house level may have switched levels:  recommendation is that notice be given to team managers to make sure all skaters are rostered on the team at the level that the player signed up for; second recommendation is to have a house team team manager meeting to inform managers of their responsibilities

Payments not being made – Jan will work with Bill to inform parents that payments need to be made or skater doesn’t skate; Jan will send out written notices to all who have not made payments and provide info to Gary and Bill; discussion re: whether to involve team managers/coaches in the process; discussion as to ways to insure that the payments are made (e.g., only credit cards and post-dated checks allowed if on a payment plan); no player will be allowed to skate if payment is not made; recommendation that policy be changed to only allow payment plan where payment is made ahead of time; motion to amend made and seconded and passed unanimously – effective next year

Youth Hockey Report (Jan for Gary Jahrig): 

525 registrations – down in the girls’ program (19 in U-14 – last year 30; 21 U-19 mostly all travel); recommendation to look at pre-grant numbers to see where the programs were (as under grant all girls’ fees were subsidized in some fashion); rink is reapplying for grant again first of the year; recommmendaiton to do some follow-up re: why girls are not skating this year

Also down at the Bantam level – discussion re: impact of U-16 programs on the Bantam program

Executive Director Report (Bill Mathews):

First Interstate Bank - $3000 donation toward scholarships

$400 from Lithia

$12000 from Southgate mall (to support zam rides)

$2000 from Mavericks

Have given out $4100 in scholarship funds

Sponsor for all travel teams – Stitches working on patches

Have almost all house league teams sponsored 

Have ordered jerseys for house league teams – teams should have jerseys by end of next week

Tournament report (Stacey Wilkie):

Two tournaments done – went well

Squirt tournament 12/4 weekend – 12 teams 

Costco going to be permanently donating to Blast-Off tournaments (Gatorade, etc.)

Equipment Report (Dave Miewald):

74 sets out – did not run into sizing problems; working on possible grants being written to get more equipment; looking into possibly buying skates (have not done so in the past)

Goalie gear boxes:  locks are being cut off/private locks being put on – need to keep gear accessible but also locked up – recommended that topic be included at team manager meeting

New Jerseys:  Have gotten new travel jerseys this year; better notice re: what jerseys are being purchased given to equipment manager; discussion re: how to handle new jerseys and which teams should get jerseys in the future – add to agenda item for next meeting; suggestion to sell old jerseys (to be discussed)
