Youth Hockey Committee Meeting, March 1, 2007

Gary Jahrig ran the meeting in Mike Rutter’s absence.

Donna Beall made the motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Jan Madison.

Treasurer’s Report: Have $5500 in outstanding fees. This does not include the absence of fundraising checks from people which totals $1200. Those who have not paid fees, and/or have not met their fundraising requirement will be invoiced.

There is also a bill for $131 bill for sportswear that needs to be paid; Jan to discuss with Beth Woody. There are extra T-shirts that can be sold; Gary Jahrig will put a notice on the list serve.

Youth Director’s Report: Have one week left in the season; most travel teams are winding down. Information has been sent out regarding spring hockey. Teams will meet once a week for 8 weeks. Will try to have another IP program in the spring. The Team Montana Camp went well; over $1000 was made in concessions (thanks Lori DeHart!). The Bantam B tournament will be at the same time as the GHL playoffs; no alcohol is permitted in the rink. 

MAHA sold us 240 extra jerseys at a cost of $7 per jersey; Rich H. and Dave. M. will secure these.

April 3 is the date for the Banquet; information to be sent to team managers regarding details. The end of the year parties for the house leagues are also underway.

RMHS has confirmed that they will be here for 2 weeks in August. 

Comments:

There was a problem getting jerseys from people last year; so if a person does not turn in their jersey, they will not receive their league service check. 

YHC must know by June if teams want to have red jerseys so this can be accounted for within the budget. Rich and Dave prefer the black and white jerseys. Travel jackets for travel teams also discussed. Equipment committee will discuss for future meeting.

Ginny Sullivan will distribute league service checks over a three day period. Rich and Dave will also be there to collect jerseys. 

Fundraising: 

Rich Boberg discussed the Spring Shootout fundraiser. Mike Rivey noted that MAYHA must make sure that people know where fundraising money goes to – what are the outcomes. Many people do not see that the money has gone anywhere. Rich Boberg pointed out that there is a second sheet of ice and enclosed walls and doors, among other items. Ginny suggested that we put up a thermometer or big hockey stick so that people can see how far we have come, and how far we need to go with fundraising.

Scoreboard for outside rink: Ryan Jones with FIB needs information on the cost estimates for the scoreboard. Julie Emnett will get together with Gary and Rich H. to discuss; will also discuss with MAYHA Board. 

Rich will send out solicitations for volunteer of the year award for youth hockey.

Policy Reviews: subcommittee has met, and will clean up proposals for youth hockey members review within the next few weeks. These will be put on the website for public comment first. Coach selection, tryouts, registration issues, coaching commitments, and fighting concerns will all be addressed. 

New Programs: Ginny Sullivan asked if there would be a subcommittee for new programs, as she would like to see additional work done on girls’ hockey. Tom France has a proposal for girls’ hockey as well. Programming subcommittee needs to meet; Mike Rutter will chair, and Ginny Sullivan, Scott Anderson, and Tom France would like to be included on the committee.

Lori DeHart has proposed an early season orientation to the concession stand so that both travel and house parents can become familiar with the process. Would like to have a meeting during the summer. 

HS A team fight: there was a meeting with the HS parents, coaches, and YH Chair regarding the fight that occurred between two HS A hockey players. The meeting was called to put to rest some of the rumours regarding the fight. The HS A teams has one of the best records in the state with regard to fewest penalties, so the fight itself was out of the norm. It was done out of the sight of the coaches. The HS A coach had taught the players how to defend themselves if involved in a fight on the ice, and does not condone fighting. Both players have taken responsibility for their actions. MAYHA does not permit fighting, nor locker-room boxing.

Mite Travel Team: Scott Anderson reviewed some comments he has received from interested parents. There are approximately 8 to 15 parents who would want a travel program. Would like to get together with coahes and figure out what might be needed. Right now he figures that having practice 2 hours per week, plus games, seems reasonable. Many view a travel mite team as a ‘breeding ground’ for squirts. Scott will get together with the ACE coordinator to also discuss some hockey drills for mites.
