Committee Chair Report and New Business (Marcia Holland):

January 2010 Minutes moved, seconded to approve – approved

Marcia and Marjie will review committee list to confirm current members. Website will reflect officers only in order to keep info up-to-date.

Youth Hockey Report (Gary Jahrig): 

Sub-Committee to review “playing up” policy meeting was postponed and will be rescheduled before the March meeting. No changes will be made for the 09/10 season. (Noted that policy needs to clarify how to roster kids that do play up.)
Player eligibility re: playing up: Marcia verified that insurance covers only “properly rostered” players – requires roster to be signed by state registrar to be officially rostered. Noted that cross-rostering and “playing up” are two different issues. 

Updated house and travel team status, spring hockey to begin in April with mixed levels and game-only format. Confirmed a 4-week program is best for IP. A suggestion was made to charge 1 fee for IP, including gear, or have two different fees (with gear and without)

Travel banquet planning needs to get underway. Many suggest enlisting Betty Higgins to organize, perhaps allowing league service to any who will help with the project. Bill will contact City Life for use of their facility. No date set, but all agreed it should be before spring break. Budget between 750 and 1000, includes room rental, trophies. Speaker suggested, but group agreed the event would be too long. Bill to offer drawing for free Rocky Mtn camp.

Discussion about availability of refs – Gary reports that they fall under the state referee organization, and are controlled/scheduled by that body.

Executive Director Report (Bill Mathews):

Montgomery Memorial PeeWee tournament currently has 3 A and 4 B teams registered.

Raffle sales continue, about 2000 tickets checked out. End of raffle sales party may be held at Sean Kellys.

Univ of Montana Small Business Institute will be assisting GIR and Missoula Hockey with business plan as part of a school project.

Proposal to make dryland/powerskating program a part of Youth Hockey, instead of run by GIR. Agreed by all. Gary suggested it be a shorter program, less sessions during summer.

New hockey license plates for sale, GIR needs to sell 300 over 3 years for fundraising goal.

Fundraising (Sandy Trenkle):

Update on outstanding fundraising balance: Sandy saves all hours reported to her, recently sent mass email to house players with outstanding balance. 

Confirmed that families who “overfulfill” league service obligation can not apply service to fundraising commitment.

Treasurer’s Report (Jan Madison):

Fees still being paid, but many are saying they “will pay by March 1.” All agree players will not be eligible for spring programs if they have outstanding fees.

Policy says fees must be paid by 3/1.

Jan will be moving, and her position will be filled by Sandy Trenkle – no proposed replacement yet for Sandy’s position.

Equipment Report (Dave Miewald):

Discussion about getting Montana Festival held in Missoula. Some general dissatisfaction with scheduling and communication re: festival from organizers.
