Committee Chair Report and New Business (Brad Bowman):

February 2010 Minutes moved, seconded to approve – approved

A motion made and seconded to add agenda item for April meeting: Future MAHA reps be a chair/ass’t chair, or a specific board position for Youth Hockey Committee.

D.Steiger and R.Kent present to discuss PeeWee B State Tournament Issues. Parents of the team dissatisfied with organization and communication for the tournament (including problems with the eligibility of a specific player). Committee clarified how tournaments are bid and awarded, and penalty/results of teams pulling out of MAHA. Committee recommends to D.S. and R.K. that a representative of the team be a part of the committee to improve communication.

M.Schmidt present to discuss strengths and opportunities for development of youth travel hockey. Believes travel hockey is under-populated, and there is a perception/reality of overly-strenuous schedules. Sees a need for improvement in House league coaching. Suggestions putting a “Do you/ can you coach?” box on House League Registration form. General discussion of how to improve training for coaches.

Group discussion of Head of Coaches position, in other states is often head high school coach. Suggestion made to increase cost per age group to create paid Head of Coaches position. Also suggestion to provide some training/guidance to team managers.
