Committee Chair Report and New Business (Brad Bowman):

Youth Hockey Report (Gary Jahrig): 

MCPS School Board recognized MAYHA state champ teams. High School team received big ovation and certificates.

Gary would like to set up a public forum on youth hockey.  This would be open to the public where people could come voice their concerns either positive or negative.  He will take this information and use it to help out for next year.  Information will come out on the website with a date and time.  Wants to wait till the current survey results come in before getting this set up.

Angie Dean has formed a subcommittee with Gary, Jan Matt, Sandy and Rick.  They will be meeting May 10th to review policy changes.  They will report to the committee on our next meeting date.

Executive Director Report: Robb Foote provided a handout and detailed description of how ice times and ice fees are divided and calculated. CPA and separate audits were conducted to confirm calculations. (2009 was $180/hr, 2010 is $195/hr)

Sean Morris updated YHC on status of lease with the county, including status of parking lot upgrades. MAYHA has a rep on the Fairground Redesign committee. Board is reworking the job description of the executive director.  Job will be posted around the region with interviews in June.  Current board members will be watching the operations till a new hire is found.
Ginny Sullivan: Ginny gave us a history on the rink in Missoula.  It all started with Missoula on ice which was a flop.  Parents formed a small group, mortgaged their homes and built the first rink at the fairgrounds.  The goal was to let their kids play hockey in a competitive environment which was the cornerstone of Missoula Youth Hockey.  The program has grown over time to what it is now.

The big board and the youth hockey board were one in the same in the beginning.  This then broke into operations committee and the youth hockey committee.  Operations committee became the big board and youth hockey committee has remained the same.

With the rink where it is at this time, they may want to look at social media such as writing blogs or Facebook.  They need to be worked constantly to work but Ginny would be willing to work with someone to get them going if they wish.
