Youth Hockey Committee Meeting: December 14, 2006

Motion made by Mike Rutter to accept November 2, 2006 minutes; seconded by Jan Madison.

Treasurer’s Report: Jan Madison reported that there is approximately $93,000 deposited, with approximately $8000 paid out in expenses.  Jan will talk with Donna Beall to handle unpaid registrations.  Donna and Jan will work on developing payment plans for families who still owe money toward registrations.  Need to remind families that dues need to be paid in full by mid-January.

Need to clarify waiver policy.

· Who receives waivers in youth hockey?

· How much is waived?

Refund to Novis family was discussed.  Novis family has requested full refund of fees since Eddy has quit hockey.  MAYHA Rules and Regulations state:  If a player withdraws from the program up to two weeks into the season, 50% of the fees will be refunded.  Refunds further into the season will be considered upon written request of the board.  Decision was made to refund ½ of paid fees ($125), $50 fundraising fee and $80 league service fee.  Mike Rutter, Director of Youth Hockey will write a letter to the Novis family stating this and checks will be returned to Novis family.

Talked about refunding fees to Bollenbacher and Wallace families since both Ike and Joey have moved from travel hockey teams to in-house teams.  No decision was made.  

Skip Higgins has withdrawn their request for a scholarship to cover the expenses of Casey’s hockey fees.  Skip did some core sample work for the rink and the cost of this will be applied to Casey’s outstanding fees.  This decision was made by the General Board.  Jan will talk with Beth Schenk about transferring $355 from the Operations Budget to the Youth Hockey budget.

Director’s Report: The second session of the IP (Introductory Program) will start on January 6th.  The IP in January will run 8 weeks on Saturday mornings.  Have three foreign exchange students signed up for program.  

The High School Holiday Tournament is shaping up nicely.  There are 8 teams coming to Missoula on 12/29, 30 and 31st.  All teams will play in same division.  Teams will be Missoula A, Missoula B, Salmon, Great Falls, Havre, Couer d’Alene, Immaculate Conception, and Spokane.  Each visiting team will pay $700 fee.   

Youth Hockey Board needs to sharpen policies for next year….coaching especially needs to be addressed (i.e. parents as coaches, coaching in Missoula as well as other locations in Montana)
