NEW POLICIES:  Discussion concerning new policies; proposed policies have been distributed and are available for review, comment.

Discussion  re: reminding everyone who is registering for youth hockey that parents must be able to state that they have read the new policies and must sign a form to that effect before registration.  Can do so on-line.

HOCKEY REGISTRATION:  There will be sign-ups at the rink, the fair and at Fire and Ice.  There are two-hour blocks of time to help work on sign-up at the rink and at the fair.

Registration begins on July 18th at the rink;  discussion re:  encouraging players/parents to sign up early so they can spread out the payments.

HOCKEY FEES:   Discussion re: 6% increase in fees authorized by GIR board.  Bill Mathews explained the need for the increase (e.g., some fundraising efforts fell short)

Discussion re: fee proposals:  two proposals were put forth, one by Rob Foote and one by Bill Mathews and Jan Madison.  YHC will follow Bill and Jan’s plan.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  

Scholarship Funds:  Scholarship funds have been depleted. Youth hockey is starting at no funds for this upcoming year.  One proposal being considered is Zamboni rides at the Mauler’s game or tournament game.   Tickets would be raffled off.  Proceeds would go to the scholarship fund.   Scholarships available for travel and house leagues (up to a certain amount).  Bill is also continuing to work with the Washington Foundation.  Goal is to get to  $5,000.

Improvements:    $75,000 is currently available to improve two additional locker rooms (no plumbing this year) and a new skate shop.  Eight locker rooms will be available for fall hockey.   Eventual goal is to have six locker rooms on main floor with the same square footage as 7 and 8 and two more upstairs, plus a girls’ only locker room plus a refs’ locker room plus a banquet room.

Ice plant maintenance is completed (first time in six years for old part of rink and three years for new part of the rink).  

Fundraising:  Poker Tournament is on August 30th at Poker Palace; Fire and Ice is now scheduled for September 19th.   Fire and Ice ticket price going down, ticket for dinner will also put holder into raffle for drawing for four prizes (fee waiver).  Similar events to last year’s (e.g., pancake breakfast, 3 on 3, hockey swap, broomball, former NHL players in an exhibition game, dinner by Famous Dave’s, possibly a band). 

Dry-Land Training Program:  Dry-land training is going well – 50 kids in program with more showing up each week.  Plan is to add power-skating to dry-land training in September.

Rink Opening:  Ice is going in on August 4th.  Rink will open before fair, some skating clinics are booked, rink will be busy as soon as ice is in.

MAHA UPDATE:   Discussion re: MAHA state meeting issues:   festival versus regular schedule – Missoula supports regular schedule.   Tier 2 team status for high school teams (which would allow state tournament champions to go on to national tournaments).    Bidding for a state tournament – GIR treasurer has set amounts to bid; Missoula will  likely bid on one or two  state tournaments.

NEXT MEETING:  Next MAYHA YCM scheduled for 6 p.m. in the Concessions Stand at Glacier Ice Rink on Tuesday, July 28th.
